Chili Cook Off Rules

Chili will be judged by “celebrity” judges 50% and the general public 50%.
The amount of tickets collected from each Chef’s jar will be used to help calculate the winner.
Tickets count as 50% of winning score. Judges scores make up 50%.

All participants must make at least four (4) quarts of chili; more can be made and sold to the
general public to increase chances of winning.
The more chili you have, the more votes you are able to collect!

How it Works!

Tickets for Chili will be sold to the general public at the main tent for $5.00.

This fee includes a sample cup for each chili pot and a “voting ticket”.
